Dear Merchant,

Thank you for your interest in being a merchant at the 2008 Monterey Bay Blues Festival.

Attached please find an application, which is due by January 31, 2008.

There are a couple changes to this year’s event that you should be aware of.

First, the Fairgrounds has changed its policy regarding insurance; from now on ALL
merchants will be automatically covered under the Fairgrounds blanket policy. This costs
$30 per merchant and I’m afraid it can’t be waived. However, we’re making a deal: Any
merchant who submits all their paperwork by March 31, 2008, gets their insurance free. See
the application for details.

Second we are taking a closer look at what’s being sold this year to ensure that we don’t
have too many merchants selling the same items. Please submit as complete a list of your
wares with your application.

Enclosed you will find the following:

- Details to Know Up Front--A breakdown of the information you need to determine if the

Festival will be a good fit for your business.
- Statement of Policy--The Rules.
- Deadlines, Docs, and Payment--Dates of note and payment information.

Deadlines, Documents, and Payment
Thursday, January 31, 2008--Application Due

Once your application is approved in late February, you will need to send us the following:

Monday, March 31, 2008--Early Discount
Deliver all the required paperwork by Monday, March 31, 2008, and we’ll refund you the $30 insurance fee. This is the date these
items must be here, not the postmark date.

Wednesday, April 30, 2008--Docs and Payment Due
We do our best to accomodate merchants’ schedules, but please be advised that missing this deadline can
result in losing your reservation.

Seller's Permit--All merchants of tangible goods must have a valid California seller's permit (reference California Publication 107,
application BOE-400-SPA) and submit a copy to us, which will be forwarded to the California State Board of Equalization office in
San Jose, California, for verification and fulfillment. Please direct all questions regarding this issue directly to the Franchise Tax
Board at 831/443-3003. If you do not have a seller's permit you will not be allowed to sell products at the festival. Temporary
seller’s permits are availble.

Reminder: All tangible goods sold during the Festival are subject to sales tax, including food items that
normally are not taxable (reference Regulation 1603, see also Calif. Publication 22).

Insurance--As we described to last year’s merchants the Fairgrounds has changed the way it handles insurance. From now on
all merchants will included in the Fairground’s group policy. As an incentive, we’re offering to pay for it ourselves for every
merchant who gets their paperwork in before March 31.

Business License--All merchants must have a valid business license to conduct business in the City of Monterey and submit a
copy to MBBF. A temporary license is available by calling the City of Monterey Revenue Department at 831/646-3944 or by
downloading it from monterey.org/finance. The Revenue Department will collect a modest fee for a temporary license.

Health Permit--All food merchants are required to have or secure a health permit. A copy of the receipt is required. The County
of Monterey sells temporary permits through its office, please call 831-647-7654. There is a fee for health permits and a discount
for early payment. All food prep and service areas will be inspected by the health department before they are allowed to serve
food. A list of approved food merchants is forwarded to the Health Department before the event.

Payment--We accept Visa, MasterCard, and American Express. Payments made by check are held for 15 working days before
being considered paid. There is a $25 fee for returned checks. No merchant with an outstanding balance will be allowed to set up
their booth.

Not-for-profit discount--The not-for-profit discount applies only to qualified organizations that are selling goods and/or services.
Not-for-profits that are distributing information are already charged a reduced rate. To receive the not-for-profit discount, submit a
copy of your organzation’s IRS determination letter.

Electrical Requirements--When you receive notice that your application has been approved you will also receive a form for your
electrical requirements.

June 20, 2008--Helpers List
Helpers--Each merchant receives day passes for up to 6 helpers per day. The list of helpers is due by June 20, 2008. Helper
passes will be issued only to the owners each morning and the only people who can add/delete/change names on the list are the
owners.
